4. If any book is injured or soiled, so as, in the
opinion of the Library Committee to be unfit to
remain on the shelves, the person responsible for
the same shall pay the market price thereof or of
the set to which it belongs. If the injury be less
than the above specified, the person responsible
therefor shall pay a fine of one dollar. ‘

5. Any person failing to return a book at the
end of two weeks, shall pay a fine of two cents a
day for each day’s detention beyond the time
specified.

6. In all cases where fines or other penalties
are imposed for breach of these rules, the person
offending shall forfeit all rights to the benefits and
privileges of the library until such fines or penaliges
have been paid.
