There
are also within the city limits a bird sanctuary and three picturesque gorges
of Cascadilla, Six Mile, and Fall Creeks and within a few minutes ride of
the city are Taughannock Falls and Gorge, Butter Milk Falls, Coy Glen,
Enfield Falls and Gorge.
