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ITHACA

In the heart of the Famous Finger Lakes country and situated on
the southern end of Lake Cayuga. It is surrounded by the wonders
of nature only found in this region of the Finger Lakes. Falls, gorges,
glens and dells are plentiful and under Parks and Points of Interest
in this Directory can be found the details of some of the most promi-
nent of the wonders of nature. The shores of Lake Cayuga are dotted
with the summer cottages of Ithacans. Topographically Ithaca is in a
class by itself among the cities of the country and no pen can adequate-
ly describe the many natural wonders within the city limits.

It is confidently expected that this will come to pass and thus greatly
enhance the importance of the port of Ithaca. The kind of highways
that New York state is famous for extends in all directions out of
Ithaca making this land of cataracts, towering cliffs, ravines and gorges
easy of access.

There are 150 acres of parks and playgrounds which includes
Stewart park located on Cayuga Lake. At this park is located an ex-
cellent bathing beach that affords comfort to thousands in the swelter-
ing summer weather. A tourists’ camping site with conveniences is
located in this park. There are also within the city limits a bird
sanctuary and three picturesque gorges of Cascadilla, Six Mile, and
Fall Creeks and within a few minutes ride of the city are Taughannock
Falls and Gorge, Butter Milk Falls, Coy Glen, Enfield Falls and Gorge.

Ithaca has the usual advantages of most cities of three times its
size. Its streets, buildings, stores, theatres, schools, etc., are up to date
and keeping pace with the steady growtth of the city. There are thous-
ands of visitors annually and its air of refinement coupled with its won-
derful educational facilities and solid industtial gtructure and its com-
mercial supremacy for a large and prosperéus region make it a very
?esirable place to live and do business and augurs well for a large
uture.
